 Senate: first.last@senate.state.tx.us 
 House:  first.last@house.state.tx.us 

islation would create a de facto national I.D. system for 

citizens and violate civil liberties such as the right to 

work and free speech. 

Congressman Gohmertçs Jobs Act 
While Senate Democrats were working to put Presi-

dent Barack Obama’s $650 billion jobs bill, SB 1549, 

American Jobs Act of 2011, on the fast track, Congress-

man Louis Gohmert filed his own House version. 

Gohmert’s bill, also entitled the American Jobs Act of 

2011, is a bill to amend the Internal Revenue Code of 

1986 to repeal the corporate income tax and the Alter-

native Minimum Tax. Gohmert’s maneuver essentially 

stole the name planned for the President’s version of 

the jobs act in the House. 

How would the President’s bill be funded? The bulk 

of the payment comes from limiting the deductions on 

charitable contributions and other items that “wealthy” 

Americans can deduct. There's also $40 billion from 

closing oil and gas loopholes, $18 billion from hiking 

taxes on certain income made by fund managers, and 

$3 billion from changing the tax treatment of corporate 

jets. President Obama’s definition of “wealthy” now 

includes anyone making more than $200,000 a year or a 

family making over $250,000. This jobs act is only de-

signed to save one job – Obama’s. 

Gohmert’s bill, on the other hand, by repealing the 

corporate and the Alternative Minimum Tax, would 

cost only $ 400 billion while providing powerful and 

immediate job-creating stimulus to the economy.  

House Judiciary Committee Chairman Lamar Smith 

(R-TX) has introduced HR 2885 entitled The Legal 

Workforce Act, a National E-Verify bill that was origi-

nally filed as HR 2164. 

From Congressman Smith’s press release in June:  

“With unemployment at 9%, jobs are scarce. Despite 

record unemployment, seven million people work in the 

U.S. illegally. These jobs should go to legal workers. “ 

“E-Verify is a successful program to help ensure that 

jobs are reserved for citizens and legal workers. The ‘E’ 

in E-Verify could just as well stand for ‘easy’ and 

‘effective.’  It takes just a few minutes to use and easily 

confirms 99.5% percent of work-eligible employees. 

There is no other legislation that can be enacted that will 

create more jobs for American workers.” 

Americans overwhelmingly support making E-Verify 

mandatory. According to a recent Rasmussen poll, 82% 

of likely voters think businesses should be required to 

use E-Verify.  

If passed, The Legal Workforce Act would require 

federal, state and local agencies to use E-Verify for all 

new hires as well as check the status of all current em-

ployees and allow states to punish businesses that do 

not obey the law by suspending their business licenses. 

HR 2885 has been endorsed by NumbersUSA and has 

59 co-sponsors including Texas Congressmen Burgess, 

Carter, Culberson, Granger, Hall, and McCaul. 

Opposition to the bill by several Tea Party and Con-

servative groups has arisen due to concerns that the leg-

The following is a synopsis of the No-

vember 8 ballot propositions prepared 

by Denise McNamara, GCRW VP Legis-

lation.  

/ÙÖ×ȭɯ ƕ – Would allow the surviving 

spouse of a totally disabled veteran a 

property tax exemption on his or her 

residence homestead. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƖ – Would allow the Texas Water 

Development Board to borrow as much 

as $6 billion. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƗ – Would allow the Texas High-

er Ed. Coordinating Board to borrow 

money to provide student loans. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƘ – Would allow a county to is-

sue bonds or notes to finance the devel-

opment or redevelopment of an unpro-

ductive, underdeveloped, or blighted 

area within the county, and to pledge 

increases in tax revenues imposed on 

property in the area for repayment of 

such bonds or notes.  

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƙ – Would allow cities and coun-

ties to enter into inter-local contracts 

with other cities and counties without 

having to assess an additional tax or set 

aside a specified amount of money for 

the cost under the inter-local contract. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƚ – Would increase the amount of 

principal available for withdrawal from 

the permanent school fund each year 

and would also clarify references to that 

fund in the constitution.  

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƛ – Would amend the constitu-

tion by adding El Paso County to the list 

of counties authorized to create conser-

vation and reclamation districts to devel-

op parks and recreational facilities fi-

nanced by taxes. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƜ – Would allow for special prop-

erty tax rules on land devoted to water 

conservation. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƝ – Would authorize the gover-

nor to grant a pardon, reprieve, or com-

mutation of punishment to a person who 

successfully completes a term of de-

ferred adjudication community supervi-

sion. 

/ÙÖ×ȭɯƕƔ – Would extend the length of 

the unexpired term that causes the auto-

matic resignation of certain local elected 

officeholders if they announce candidacy 

or become candidates for another office 

from one year to one year and 30 days. 

Kansas defends law restricting 
abortion insurance 

WICHITA, Kan. (AP) — The state of 

Kansas has defended a new law that re-

stricts insurance coverage for abortions, 

arguing it has an interest in protecting 

human life and in favoring childbirth 

over abortion. 

The argument is part of the state's re-

sponse filed late Tuesday to a temporary 

injunction sought by the American Civil 

Liberties Union in a lawsuit challenging 

the new law. The ACLU contends the 

law is unconstitutional because it pro-

hibits women from buying insurance 

coverage for all their health needs while 

not putting a similar restriction on men. 

The insurance law is among several 

major anti-abortion initiatives approved 

by Kansas legislators and signed into 

law this year by Gov. Sam Brownback, a 

Republican who called upon lawmakers 

to create "a culture of life" after taking 

office in January. Two other new state 

statutes — one dealing with stricter 

abortion clinic regulations and the other 

stripping federal funding from a 

Planned Parenthood chapter — have 

been temporarily blocked by two other 

federal judges pending trial on their con-

stitutionality. For more information

You may have heard that the Sonogram Bill, passed by our 

Texas Legislature this past session, was struck down by Judge 

Sam Sparks. Carol Everett, founder of the Heidi Group, re-

cently evaluated the accuracy of this report. 

“Judge Sparks ruled that the abortionist does not have to 

show the woman the sonogram or to make  audible the heart 

auscultation, ‘if the pregnant woman elects not to view the 

images or hear the heart auscultation’. Judge Sparks further 

ruled that the physician performing the 

abortion does not have to be the physician 

delivering the informed consent 24 hours 

before the abortion.” 

Everett believes that this should not cause 

Pro-Life people to despair.  “First, we must 

consider that the abortionists kill babies; 

they know when told the truth, mothers 

choose life for their babies!  Besides, we can-

not trust people who kill babies to follow the 

laws!” 

Everett   emphasized, “We are not going to leave this vital 

function to the abortion industry. Mothers will hear the truth 

because sidewalk counselors  will be in front of every abor-

tion clinic 24 hours before the abortions are performed to 

hand mothers a card with suggested questions for her consid-

eration and  for the abortionist.” 

“The law remains intact… the abortionist, or other physi-

cian, must meet the mother twenty-four hours in advance in a 

private, confidential setting for an informed consent visit.”  

Everett believes abortionists will hire other physicians to do 

the informed consent. “ The overall effect will increase costs 

and perhaps even employ a physician, who may be willing to 

give a true informed consent. The end result will save babies 

lives.” 

Everett also reported that the Attorney General’s office an-

ticipated the ruling, prepared the appeal and filed it with the 

Fifth Circuit immediately. Legal opinions are that the Fifth 

Circuit will uphold the full sonogram bill.

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tivity.” In fact, groups are asked to include in their grant 

requests a written statement pledging that abstinence 

education is not part of their program.  

Valerie Huber, Director of the National Abstinence 

Education Association, says they’re omitting a potent 

tool. She points to a growing body of research that links 

teen sex to divorce. A new study shows that females who 

had sex in their teens had nearly double the risk of di-

vorce later in life compared to their peers who waited. 

Teaching abstinence until marriage is a great way to fos-

ter lasting marriages. 

The latest analysis by the U.S. Centers for Disease 

Control shows that virginity is increasing among teens 

and young adults. The data was collected from 2006 to 

2008 on nearly 14,000 young men and women ages 15 to 

24. Twenty-seven percent of males and 29 percent of fe-

males said they’d never had any sexual contact with an-

other person. In 2002, a survey of young people in the 

same age group revealed only 22 percent of young men 

and women had never had sex.  

Perhaps the Bush administration’s emphasis on absti-

nence education has had a much bigger impact that even 

its proponents expected. Research does show that absti-

nence education helps teens to delay sex. The Heritage 

Foundation cites at least ten studies showing that absti-

nence education prevents early sexual activity. There’s

Early in the Obama administration, the White House 

and Congress began taking a scalpel to 

most Bush-era sex education programs 

that exclusively preached abstinence.  

Now some members of Congress are 

attempting to restore part of this funding. 

In July a bipartisan group of 40 House 

members, delivered a letter to the leaders 

of the House Appropriations Committee lamenting the 

fact that abstinence-only sex education programs have 

lost federal support. These lawmakers are not request-

ing any new money. They just want a more equitable 

distribution between abstinence-only and contraceptive-

based sex ed. The letter stresses the importance of en-

couraging  “risk avoidance’’ in a dangerous world 

where there’s an epidemic of sexually transmitted dis-

ease. Who can argue with that? 

Apparently the U.S. Department of Health and Hu-

man Services can. HHS has released a Funding Oppor-

tunity Announcement for initiatives that promote 

healthy marriages in high school classes. They have $75 

million to hand out for “healthy marriage promotion” 

and “responsible fatherhood grants.”  But HHS has 

been very specific. Projects that teach abstinence need 

not apply. Abstinence education is “an unallowable ac-
