Background on the Legalization of Abortion

On January 22, 1973, the United States Supreme Court, 

in a 7-2 decision, handed down two rulings legalizing 

abortion in America. Prior to these rulings abortion was 

prohibited in most of the 50 states. In the states where 

abortion was permitted, such as New York and Califor-

nia, various restrictions had been placed on the reasons 

for abortion which were removed by the 1973 rulings. 

Norma McCorvey (Roe) had claimed she was gang 

raped in order to gain sympathy for her attempt to have 

an abortion in Texas. Her lawyer knew the rape story 

was a lie when she argued the case before the Supreme 

Court, but she chose to keep that information from the 

court and the public. The truth did not surface until 

1988, when Norma McCorvey herself confessed to the 

lie. In 1995, McCorvey joined the pro-life movement.

International singing phenomenon 

Susan Boyle has revealed in a new 

autobiography that doctors had told 

her mother to abort her, because they 

thought the pregnancy was risky. 

Boyle soared to stardom in April 2009 

after appearing on the UK television 

program, Britain’s Got Talent, when 

the plain-looking Scotswoman shocked 

audiences with a powerful rendition of 

‚I Dreamed a Dream‛ from the musical 

version of Victor Hugo’s Les 

Misérables. 

But the 49 year-old native of Blackburn, a village in 

West Lothian, Scotland would never have dreamed the 

dream of singing on the international stage, if her mother 

had agreed to abort her on the advice of doctors. In her 

autobiography, The Woman I Was Born To Be, Boyle re-

veals that doctors recommended a ‚termination‛ to 

Bridget Boyle, who already was a mother of eight chil-

dren, because they feared physical complications. Boyle 

reveals that her mother rejected this advice as 

‚unthinkable‛ since she was a ‚devout Catholic.‛ 

When Boyle was born by emergency c-section, doctors 

did not tell her mother the usual ‚Congratulations, Mrs. 

Boyle! A beautiful baby girl.‛ Boyle wrote that doctors 

took a dismissive view of her life – especially when they 

suspected brain damage due to oxygen deprivation.

 Senate: first.last@senate.state.tx.us 
 House:  first.last@house.state.tx.us 

the House of Representatives approved the measure in a 

250-175 roll call. President Obama, fulfilling a campaign 

promise, signed the bill into law on December 22, 2010. 

Opponents of the repeal of DADT cite concerns re-

garding retention of military personnel, loss of religious 

freedom, and the effects on military readiness. In a letter 

from 60 retired chaplains to President Obama and Secre-

tary of Defense Gates, the chaplains warn that the new 

policy will present a conflict by marginalizing deeply-

held religious beliefs which identify homosexual behav-

ior as immoral. A Pentagon survey found that nearly a 

fourth of all personnel would either leave the military or 

consider doing so if the DADT policy is reversed. For 

Marines on the front lines, the percentage increased to 

48 percent. 

START Treaty Ratified 

The lame duck Senate rushed to ratify a new arms 

control treaty with Russia requiring both countries to 

reduce their nuclear weapons arsenal while placing lim-

its on the development of U.S. missile defense systems. 

Former CIA Director James Woolsey, former Under Sec-

retary of State for Arms Control and International Secu-

rity Robert Joseph, and former Under Secretary of De-

fense for Policy Eric Edelman have all argued that the 

treaty weakens our defenses. Opponents of the treaty 

point out that the verification procedures are inade-

quate, that tactical nukes are ignored in the treaty, and 

that the limits to missile defense are unacceptable. De-

spite those concerns, the Senate passed the measure by a 

71-26 margin. 

Despite November Victory, Conservatives 
Struggle in Lame Duck Session 

In November voters sent a clear message to Congress:  

Stop spending and start listening. We, the People, de-

manded accountability by electing new congressmen in 

record numbers. Despite that election result, Democrats 

and some Republicans pushed a liberal agenda with sur-

prising success during the lame duck session. 

Temporary Extension of Bush-era Tax Cuts 

In what some are calling a ‚glass half full‛ result, the 

Bush-era tax cuts were extended for two years in a deal 

that 36 Republicans opposed. The $858 billion legislation 

cuts employee payroll tax by 2 percent for one year and 

renews the estate tax. Conservatives objected to extend-

ing unemployment insurance benefits for 13 months, 

which further explodes the national deficit. Had Repub-

licans waited until the new session convenes, some be-

lieve they would have cut a better deal. Jeb Hensarling 

(R-TX) reluctantly backed the bill, citing the prospect of 

the looming tax hike. Out of the 36 ‚no‛ votes, at least 

eight were by Republicans with future aspirations for 

higher office, including Mike Pence (R-IN). Reps. Jason 

Chaffetz of Utah, Denny Rehberg of Montana, Connie 

Mack of Florida, Michele Bachmann of Minnesota and 

Pete Hoekstra of Michigan also voted ‚no‛. Chaffetz is 

considering a primary run against Sen. Orrin Hatch.  

Repeal of Don’t Ask, Don’t Tell 

In a victory for the pro-homosexual agenda, the Senate 

voted 65-31 to repeal DADT on Dec. 18, three days after

The massive overhaul of food safety 

laws approved by Congress this week 

will take years to implement and could 

be undercut by Republicans who don't 

want to fund an expansion of the Food 

and Drug Administration. 

Rep. Jack Kingston of Georgia, the 

ranking GOP member on the appropria-

tions subcommittee that oversees the 

FDA , said the number of cases of food-

borne illnesses in the country does not 

justify the $1.4 billion the new law is esti-

mated to cost over the first five years. 

"I would not identify it as something 

that will necessarily be zeroed out, but it 

is quite possible it will be scaled back if it 

is significant overreach," said Kingston, 

who is likely to become chairman of the 

subcommittee when Republicans assume 

control of the House in January. 

"We still have a food supply that's 99.99 

percent safe," Kingston said in an inter-

view. "No one wants anybody to get sick, 

and we should always strive to make 

sure food is safe. But the case for a $1.4 

billion expenditure isn't there."

Carol Everett’s response to this news was, ‚I just finished 

asking God to multiply both the food and the donations.‛ A 

Christmas miracle happened that evening. The Lt. Governor 

and Carol began calling many  who will most likely go un-

named  and indeed the donations were multiplied. On Good 

Faith, Carol went to buy coats, hats and gloves. When I ar-

rived at Cornerstone Baptist Church, the next morning, I was 

astonished to find two rooms were needed to display the 

racks of coats from newborn to teen sizes and the tables 

stacked with hats, gloves and socks.  I was also amazed when 

I met the chairwoman of the Heidi Group’s Board of Direc-

tors, Katy Winniford; she had just climbed down out of a 17’ 

U-Haul truck full of food: crates of chickens, potatoes, sweet 

potations, pears, oranges, bananas, etc. (this was the second 

truck load that had come in; the first, canned and non-

perishable food, was already laid out in the sanctuary on ta-

bles). Within minutes the three helpers, young men from the 

community, were multiplied by three. What a sight to watch 

those old and young men work together to remove 

those crates from the truck. 

Next five or six families arrived from various parts 

of the Metroplex with more gifts but more impor-

tantly, with loving, serving hearts and working 

hands. Over the next four hours, we all worked to lay 

out that food in a cafeteria line fashion. Later, the 

poor would be able to come in and ‚shop‛ for what 

they wanted/needed. 

Around 10:30 a.m. Santa, a.k.a. Tommy Stanley, ar-

rived complete with Santa chair, albeit it looked more 

like a throne, and treats for the children. While I never 

made it back into the room where he was, I under-

stand that the children were delighted to be able to 

have their pictures made with him. Cindy reports that 

none of those children had ever had that opportunity 

before. Santa left about 5:30 p.m. with sore knees but 

a happy heart for having made so many children 

smile.
